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	WHEN PRIDE ENTERED PARADISE

	
	After losing miserably in his attempt to launch open Rebellion in Heaven, Satan, now on Earth, begins to formulate a plan to continue his war against God. Satan very likely studied Adam and Eve from the invisible realm before ever entering the body of the serpent. After studying his human opponents he launched his attack. He chose to focus on Eve
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	Genesis 3:1-6 (NLT)
1 The serpent was the shrewdest of all the wild animals the LORD God had made. One day he asked the woman, “Did God really say you must not eat the fruit from any of the trees in the garden?”

	
	Strategy: 
· Open with a question that sounds innocent but yet challenges authority.
· The goal is to REFRAME God’s command as DEBATABLE. 
· Satan exaggerated the command by including “all the trees in the garden” in God’s command to make Him appear unreasonable.
 

	
	Objective: 
· If God’s Word can be questioned, then the human mind becomes the Judge.
· Once man begins to Evaluating God instead of Obeying God – the Throne War has begun.
· Get Eve discussing God’s command rather than rejecting. 
· His goal was to turn God’s command into a topic of discussion and debate.
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	Why did Satan Target the Woman?
1) She did not Receive the Command Directly
2) To Bypass God’s Established Order
3) She could be Deceived
4) She was more Susceptible to Emotional Manipulation
5) She was Adam’s Weak Point


	
	1. SHE DID NOT RECEIVE THE COMMAND
The command was given to Adam as God’s delegated authority on Earth. Because Eve didn’t receive the command directly, but rather indirectly through Adam, there was room to sow seeds of doubt. 
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	2. TO BYPASS GOD’S ESTABLISHED ORDER
Satan always seeks to enter where least expected. 

John 10:1-2 NLT
1] I tell you the truth, anyone who SNEAKS OVER THE WALL of a sheepfold, rather than going through the GATE, must surely be a THIEF and a ROBBER!
2] But the one who ENTERS THROUGH THE GATE is the SHEPHERD of the sheep.

Instead of going through the Gatekeeper (Adam) Satan approached Eve.

When God came into the Garden, He called for Adam, not because Eve was inferior, but because Adam was delegated authority.
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	3. SHE COULD BE MORE EASILY DECEIVED
Because she didn’t directly receive the Command, she did not have strong revelation or conviction. 

· Deception thrives where revelation is inherited, not personally received.
· Satan deceives children because they don’t have the same revelation that parents have.
· If they don’t get a Revelation of God for themselves, they will be easily seduced.  
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	1 Timothy 2:13-14 (NLT)
13 For God made Adam first, and afterward he made Eve.
14 And it was not Adam who was deceived by Satan. The woman was deceived, and sin was the result.
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	ORDER BEFORE FUNCTION
God created Adam first. This establishes Male Headship and Responsibility. 
1 God establishes Order & Authority
2 Authority receives Revelation
3 Revelation carries Accountability

Eve fell through deception and manipulation, but Adam knowingly Ratified it.
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	THE ENTRY POINT OF PRIDE
In this story we see two forms of pride. Deceptive Pride and Passive Pride.

Eve’s pride entered through a Deception, causing her to:
· Question God’s Word
· Suspect God’s Motives
· Desire Elevation

Adam’s Pride was Passive. Passivity protects SELF. Men often refuse to walk in their authority because:
· Risk of Failure
· Risk of Rejection
· Risk of Conflict
· Risk of Being Wrong

Passive Pride says:
I don’t want drama. It’s not worth the fight. Let someone else handle it. 

This is Passive Pride that seeks to Protect SELF.
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	4. SHE WAS MORE SUSCEPTIBLE TO EMOTIONAL MANIPULATION
Women are Nurturers, which makes them more in touch with emotions. But our strengths can become our weaknesses apart from the Word.

· High-Level Sales Strategies do not begin with price and logic. They begin with Emotion.
· They create: Desire; Aspiration; Identification; Imagination; and Urgency
· They get you to Fall in Love before asking you to commit
· Gen. 3:6: She saw that the tree was beautiful and its fruit looked delicious, and she wanted the wisdom it would give her.
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	5. SHE WAS ADAM’S WEAK POINT
Adam was in Love with Eve. Satan postulated that if he could get Eve to succumb to temptation, Adam would go along because he loved her so much.

Adam was not deceived. His eyes were wide open. 

1 Timothy 2:14:
And Adam was not deceived, but the woman being deceived was in the transgression.
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	2 “Of course we may eat fruit from the trees in the garden,” the woman replied.
3 “It’s only the fruit from the tree in the middle of the garden that we are not allowed to eat. God said, ‘You must not eat it or even touch it; if you do, you will die.’”

	
	Adam received the command from God. 
Eve received the command from Adam. 
She simply REPEATED what Adam told her. 
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	4 “You won’t die!” the serpent replied to the woman.

	
	Strategy:
· Direct contradiction to establish rival authority.
· God is lying to you. You won’t die.
· If she buys into Satan’s contradiction, her heart will begin shifting allegiance away from God.
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	5 “God knows that your eyes will be opened as soon as you eat it, and you will be like God, knowing both good and evil.”

	
	Strategy:
· Assassinate God’s character. 
· God knows” implies He’s withholding from you.
· God is framed as a competitor, not a Father. 
· Pride Hook: “you will be like God” targets aspirations for His sovereignty.
· “Knowing Good and Evil” implies becoming their own moral authority. A new life without submission to God.
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	6 The woman was convinced. She saw that the tree was beautiful and its fruit looked delicious, and she wanted the wisdom it would give her. So she took some of the fruit and ate it. Then she gave some to her husband, who was with her, and he ate it, too.

	THE AFTERMATH
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	Genesis 3:7-19 (NLT)
7 At that moment their eyes were opened, and they suddenly felt shame at their nakedness. So they sewed fig leaves together to cover themselves.


	18
	8 When the cool evening breezes were blowing, the man and his wife heard the LORD God walking about in the garden. So they hid from the LORD God among the trees.
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	9 Then the LORD God called to the man, “Where are you?”
10 He replied, “I heard you walking in the garden, so I hid. I was afraid because I was naked.”
11 “Who told you that you were naked?” the LORD God asked. “Have you eaten from the tree whose fruit I commanded you not to eat?”
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	12 The man replied, “It was the woman you gave me who gave me the fruit, and I ate it.”
13 Then the LORD God asked the woman, “What have you done?” “The serpent deceived me,” she replied. “That’s why I ate it.”

15 And I will cause hostility between you and the woman, and between your offspring and her offspring. He will strike your head, and you will strike his heel.”
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	16 Then he said to the woman, “I will sharpen the pain of your pregnancy, and in pain you will give birth. And you will desire to control your husband, but he will rule over you.”
17 And to the man he said, “Since you listened to your wife and ate from the tree whose fruit I commanded you not to eat, the ground is cursed because of you. All your life you will struggle to scratch a living from it.
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	Ephesians 5:22-29 (NLT)
22 For wives, this means SUBMIT to your husbands as to the Lord.
23 For a husband is the HEAD of his wife as Christ is the HEAD of the EKKLESIA. He is the Savior of his body, the EKKLESIA.
24 As the EKKLESIA SUBMITS to Christ, so you wives should SUBMIT to your husbands in everything.
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	25 For husbands, this means AGAPE your wives, just as Christ AGAPED the EKKLESIA. He gave up his life for her
26 to make her holy and clean, washed by the cleansing of God’s word.
27 He did this to present her to himself as a glorious EKKLESIA without a spot or wrinkle or any other blemish. Instead, she will be holy and without fault.
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	28 In the same way, husbands ought to AGAPE their wives as they love their own bodies. For a man who loves his wife actually shows love for himself.
